TRACE32 announces immediate compatibility to OSEK/ORTI

Lauterbach Datentechnik GmbH, Europe’s leading manufacturer of microprocessor development tools, now provides extensive OSEK/ORTI support in their Trace32 debugger range. Lauterbach is a member of the ORTI Working Group and provides, not only full support for both the industry standard 2.0 and the recently released official 2.1 standard, but will fully support all future ORTI releases.

OSEK is a software specification for automotive real-time systems. Generally speaking, it specifies the interface from the application to the operating system. Applications built upon OSEK can run on any of the different OSEK compliant operating systems without changes. Several OS vendors already offer real-time operating systems based upon the OSEK specification.

ORTI (OSEK Run Time Interface) is an additional specification that describes how to disclose OS internal data to a debugger in order to make it OS-aware. If a debugger is able to read the generated ORTI files, it automatically has kernel awareness for all OSEK compliant operating systems that fully support the ORTI specification.

Since 1998 all Lauterbach debuggers had the ability to read and decode ORTI version 2.0 files and from the date of release of ORTI version 2.1 all Lauterbach debuggers will correctly handle this file format as well. After reading the files all resources of the target system, e.g. tasks, alarms and events, are displayed in special windows. If a trace is available developers can execute run time and performance measurements on tasks. Additional OSEK/ORTI menu entries provide simple access to these features.

Simply by switching on an option inside the OSEK builder, it generates the ORTI files. After loading this file into TRACE32, the debugger is OS aware. This easy integration between application, RTOS and debugger was one of the prime design goals of the ORTI specification. This allows developers more time to concentrate on delivering world class applications.
